However, in order to make it
still easier to use, please review this “Guidelines for Use™ section before attempting to use the
index.

As mentioned earlier, this index is arranged by the key word(s) of each resolution passed by the
Lancaster Town Board. The key word(s) are arranged alphabetically. The dates on the right
hand side of each page of the index are the dates of Town Board meetings when the resolutions
were passed by the Board. The page number directs the user to the first page of the indexed
resolution. Page numbers are assigned annually beginning with the number “1™ and are in
ascending order.

Three (3) administrative resolutions adopted at every regular Town Board meeting are not
included in this index due to their repetitive nature and lack of meaningful information. They
are "Approve Minutes Of Prior Meeting”. “Approve Building Permits™, “Approve Audited
Claims™.
